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report participated in the summit.

The participants – who included former Gov. Jim 

Martin, a Republican, and Lt. Gov. Walter Dalton, a 

Democrat – agreed that conservation funding is vital to 

North Carolina’s economy. In the past couple of state 

budget years, public conservation funding has been 

reduced by more than 50 percent. Martin noted that the 

time to be making investments is now, when the public 

can get a greater return on these investments. “These 

great trust funds need both the flexibility and 
capacity to take advantage of what is an 
unprecedented buyer’s market,” he said.

This report gives you an idea of what conservation 

funding has already done for North Carolina. It includes 

a county-by-county list so you can see what has happened 

in your community as a result of the state’s conservation 

trust funds. We must continue to build on this success, 

which has touched all of North Carolina’s 100 counties.

Land for Tomorrow is a statewide coalition of 
community leaders, organizations and local 
governments with a common goal: increasing 
land and water conservation. The coalition 
works to ensure that the state’s four conservation 
trust funds – Clean Water Management Trust 
Fund (CWMTF), Natural Heritage Trust Fund 
(NHTF), Parks and Recreation Trust Fund 
(PARTF) and the Agricultural Development and 
Farmland Preservation Trust Fund (ADFPTF) – 
are well funded.

North Carolina leaders have been forward-thinking, 

creating the trust funds and continuing to fund them over 

the years. This smart leadership has resulted in the 

preservation of hundreds of thousands of acres of family 

farms, forests, stream banks, game lands, parks, greenways 

and trails. While conservation has kept many areas natural, 

it has also played a major role in the state’s economy, 

boosting agriculture, tourism, forestry, hunting, fishing 

and wildlife-watching.

Land for Tomorrow publishes this annual Green Book 

to provide an update on the current state of public 

conservation funding in North Carolina. This year’s 

Green Book recaps the organization’s recent seminar 

“Conservation Economics 2011:  Keeping North 

Carolina in the Green.” The people quoted in this 

About Land for Tomorrow 
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North Carolinians are getting a good return on their 

investment in land and water conservation, according to a 

study commissioned this year by Land for Tomorrow. The 

study, by the Trust for Public Land, found that for every 

$1 invested by the four state conservation trust funds, 

North Carolinians get a $4 return from “natural goods 

and services” such as drinking water protection, flood 

control and cleaner air. 

That’s a conservative figure. The full economic payoff is 

even greater when considering the significant benefits of 

land and water conservation on the agricultural, 

tourism, recreational and military industries, which were 

not calculated in the report. 

Since 1971, North Carolina’s constitution has called for 

protecting our natural resources. For decades the 

General Assembly and every governor have supported 

funding the four conservation trust funds as the primary 

means for meeting that constitutional directive. This 

funding has benefitted communities in all 100 counties. 

CONSERVATION BOOSTS THE 
TOURISM AND RECREATIONAL 
ECONOMY
One place that has benefited from the state’s investment 

in conservation is Rutherford County, where Chimney 

Rock State Park is one of six new state parks created 

since 2002. A 2008 study by North Carolina State 

“It shall be the policy of this State to conserve and protect its lands and waters for the benefit of all its 

citizenry, and to this end it shall be a proper function of the State of North Carolina and its political 

subdivisions to acquire and preserve park, recreational, and scenic areas, to control and limit the 

pollution of our air and water, to control excessive noise, and in every other appropriate way to preserve 

as a part of the common heritage of this State its forests, wetlands, estuaries, beaches, historical sites, 

open lands, and places of beauty.”

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North Carolina’s Conservation Trust Funds

North Carolina has four publicly funded conservation trust funds. 

The Natural Heritage Trust Fund, created in 1987, provides funding for the acquisition and protection of 

important natural and cultural areas. Acquisitions include land that is home to rare plant and animal species, 

and important wildlife habitats. It also covers the acquisition of sites that are significant to North Carolina’s 

cultural history. To date, it has funded more than $322 million in projects.

The Parks and Recreation Trust Fund, created in 1994, funds improvements in the state’s park system, 

dollar-for-dollar matching grants to local government for parks, and grants to local government to improve 

public beach and estuarine access. It is the main source of funding for most state park improvements or 

acquisition of land to create new parks or expand existing ones. To date, it has funded more than $427 million 

in projects.

The Clean Water Management Trust Fund, created in 1996, makes grants to local governments, state 

agencies and conservation nonprofits to help finance projects that address water pollution. It covers land 

acquisitions that protect watersheds. It also funds other solutions to pollution, such as wastewater treatment or 

storm water upgrades. To date, it has funded more than $961 million in projects.

The Agricultural Development and Farmland Preservation Trust Fund, created in 2005, funds 

conservation easements on lands used for production of food, fiber and other agricultural products. It also 

supports public and private programs that promote profitable and sustainable agricultural, horticultural and 

forestland activities. To date, it has funded $16 million in projects.  

University researchers estimated that state parks add 

$400 million annually to the economy. That study was 

completed before the state parks system recorded two 

years of record visitation, with more than 14 million 

visitors each year in 2009 and 2010. “Protecting our 

environment can and should go hand in hand with 

growing our economy,” Lt. Gov. Walter Dalton, a 

Rutherford County native, explains. “Our state parks 

are conservation economics in action.”

North Carolina’s scenery has been a draw for many 

years. The forests and mountains around Asheville 

attracted George Vanderbilt back in the 1880s.

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“Biltmore has always been about the land,” says Steve 

Miller, Executive Vice President of the Biltmore 

Company. “George Vanderbilt created an estate that 

would preserve and conserve the land to be economically 

profitable.” More than a million people visit the 

Biltmore Estate every year, pumping $350 million into 

the community, including $12 million in taxes.

The Vanderbilts understood the need to conserve land. 

That’s why Vanderbilt’s widow, Edith, sold 86,000 acres 

to the U.S. Department of Agriculture in 1914, the core 

of what is now Pisgah National Forest. Visitors today can 

enjoy a view that is largely unchanged since Vanderbilt’s 

day. “It is absolutely impossible to capture that experience 

if we didn’t have the beautiful land,” says Miller.

As the economy around Asheville changed, with 

manufacturing facilities closing – often leaving for 

foreign countries – Miller says the area’s natural 

resources have proved particularly important. “As we lost 

manufacturing jobs, I don’t know what our area would 

have done without tourism to pick those jobs up,” he 

says. He says that land and water conservation will 

continue to provide jobs that can’t be outsourced:  

“Our industry can’t ship our jobs to China.”

Northeastern North Carolina is another area that has 

been hit hard by the loss of manufacturing facilities. 

Carol Shields says communities along the Roanoke 

River are returning to their roots. “Historically, we 

have derived our living from the land and water. 

Ecotourism is a new way of making a living from the 

natural environment.”

Shields, who lives near the Roanoke on a farm that has 

been in her husband’s family for five generations, serves 

on the board of Roanoke River Partners, which works on 

nature-based economic development. The group built 

its first riverside camping platform in 1999. “We just 

celebrated 10,000 camper nights,” she says. “We are 

cultivating entrepreneurs along the river, lots of start-up 

businesses – people advertising paddling trips, outfitters, 

musicians playing in venues along the river. Every time 

we are in a group, I get someone on the list that has a 

budding river-related business for our region.”

Shields says the scenery along the river is a commodity. 

“People come to Eastern North Carolina because 
of its beautiful undeveloped spaces – to see and 
experience things here they haven’t seen before. 
This inherent wildness is our unique product.”

The Roanoke was also one of the beneficiaries of the 

largest single conservation land deal in the state’s history, 

resulting in more than 76,000 acres of protected lands

Thanks to a $54.7 

million investment from the state’s conservation trust 

funds, the Roanoke, Upper Tar, Chowan and Waccamaw 

river basins received significant protection in 2008. 

Most of that property is now state game lands managed by 

the N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission. This deal 

provided new opportunities across Eastern North 

Carolina for hunters, anglers, paddlers and other 

recreational users.

CONSERVATION BOOSTS THE 
AGRICULTURAL ECONOMY
In 2009, agriculture added $32.1 billion to North 

Carolina’s economy. Farmers, government agencies and 

land trusts are working in partnership to protect that 

agricultural economy. One example of this approach is 

the Randleman-Liberty farmland protection corridor in 

Randolph County, established by the Piedmont Land 

Conservancy (PLC) in 1999. To date, PLC has protected 

more than a thousand acres. 

Sandwiched between Greensboro, High Point and 

Asheboro, the corridor is under tremendous 

development pressure, but is also close to markets for 

agricultural products. Agriculture can remain 

economically viable in these areas if a critical mass of 

productive land is protected. 

The most recent farm protected in the corridor is 

Whitaker Farms near Climax. Using ADFPTF funds to 

leverage federal USDA Farm and Ranchland Protection 

Program (FRPP) funds, PLC purchased a permanent 

agricultural conservation easement on 97 acres of 

Richard and Faylene Whitaker’s farm. 

Whitaker Farms is more than 500 acres and has 

diversified from growing tobacco to include 

greenhouses, pick-your-own strawberries, cantaloupes, 

pumpkins and a variety of other crops. Some of the 

produce is sold at the family’s curbside stand and 

farmers’ markets in the region.

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The Whitaker farm faced significant development 

pressure due to its close proximity to a four-lane 

highway, while more than 90 percent of the tract’s soils 

are classified as either prime or of state-wide importance 

for agriculture. The protection of these highly 

productive soils within this agricultural community will 

help ensure the long-term economic viability of 

agriculture in this region of the state.

CONSERVATION BOOSTS  
URBAN ECONOMY
Land and water conservation isn’t just a rural economic 

driver. It is also important to North Carolina’s urban 

areas. Winston-Salem Mayor Allen Joines says stream 

restoration work funded by the state’s conservation trust 

funds has paid off across his city. The restoration of Tar 

Branch, where once crumbling kudzu-covered banks 

have been transformed into an environmental 

showpiece, is now providing a “wonderful amenity in the 

heart of Old Salem.” 

Joines also views conservation as an incentive to new 

business. A $26 million storm water management 

program created three attractive lakes and greenways near 

Piedmont Research Park, where the city is working to 

attract new clean businesses. Part of that incentive to 

relocate is the environment. “In order for research to 

occur and entrepreneurs to come, you have to create an 

attractive environment,” he says.

Joines says the $4 to $1 return on investment cited in the 

TPL study is extremely conservative: “It is easy for me as 

a mayor to look at these projects and know that there is 

more than a quadruple return on the projects.”

Other urban areas across the state are seeing similar 

benefits. Another study last year by the Trust for Public 

Land shows that parks in Mecklenburg County generate 

considerable economic value for the local government 

and for the county’s residents, putting $8.3 million into 

the local economy and increasing resident wealth by 

nearly $28.2 million.

The Carolina Thread Trail, which has received 

considerable support from state conservation trust 

funds, will add to this economic return. When 

completed, the trail will connect 15 counties in a rapidly 

growing area of North and South Carolina, preserving 

important natural areas while providing valuable 

recreational opportunities for the region’s 2.3 million 

residents. 

Architect Darrel Williams, who served four terms as 

Mecklenburg County Commissioner, says urban renewal

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is occurring through land and water conservation. He 

points to Little Sugar Creek in Charlotte’s midtown 

area, which has been restored using a grant from the 

Clean Water Management Trust Fund and is now part of 

the Carolina Thread Trail. 

“Before you had a low-density suburban parking 
lot built over a creek,” he says. “Now you have a 
multimillion-dollar development with retail, 
restaurants, offices and houses, and the adjoining 
property value has increased 50 to 100 percent.”

CONSERVATION BOOSTS THE 
MILITARY ECONOMY
The military is an important economic driver in North 

Carolina. According to a 2007 study by the North 

Carolina Advisory Commission on Military Affairs, the 

military contributes $23.4 billion, or 7 percent, of the 

state’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP). It employs 

416,000 people, accounting for 8 percent of total 

state employment. 

The same study predicted that by 2013, military growth 

would result in another $2.9 billion increase to the 

state’s GDP and an additional 49,000 jobs. Successful 

land conservation is one of the reasons for that projected 

growth. By conserving buffers around the base, the 

military can continue its training mission without fear of 

encroaching development.

“Creating conservation buffers around Fort 
Bragg works for the military and for our 
neighbors,” says Mike Lynch, Director of 
Plans, Training and Mobilization for Fort 
Bragg. “We can continue to train soldiers while 
minimizing disturbance to our nearby 
communities, and we’re preserving valuable 
longleaf pine, which is one of the most threatened 
ecosystems on the East Coast.”

For this kind of conservation, the Department of Defense 

requires local matching dollars that have been provided by 

the state’s conservation trust funds. Without those trust 

funds, the work around Fort Bragg would not have 

occurred. Fort Bragg pioneered this approach to 

conservation. It is now being replicated nationally, 

including around the Marine Corps Air Station at Cherry 

Point, where more than 6,400 acres have been protected.

WHY SUPPORT THE 
CONSERVATION TRUST  
FUNDS NOW?
During an economic downturn, some people might 

wonder why public dollars should be spent on land and 

water conservation. The data provided in this report 

shows that land and water conservation are vital to North 

Carolina’s economic well-being. Land and water 

conservation is also a bipartisan issue. In North 

Carolina, both Republican and Democratic elected 

officials have historically supported land and water 

conservation.

Former Gov. Jim Martin says the constitutional directive 

to protect natural resources “is our legacy for future 

generations. It has held the allegiance of bipartisan and 

nonpartisan leadership ever since.” He urged the 

General Assembly to maintain current funding levels in 

the four conservation trust funds.

Lt. Governor Walton Dalton agrees. “Every elected 

official, Democrat or Republican, comes from 

somewhere and I bet that somewhere has land and water 

worth protecting.”
